Minister holds up the host for all to see

Minister:
This is the Lamb of God who takes away the sins of the world.  

Happy are those who are called to his supper.

Those wishing to receive communion come forward the Leader of Prayer gives communion to the Minister of Communion after the assembly.  The Minister of Communion then returns the ciborium to the Tabernacle

Leader reads the prayer after communion from the Roman Missal if it is appropriate, otherwise the following is said

Lord Jesus you have fed us with your body, may it bring us 


closer to you and send us forth in union with your whole Church.
